Without broadband connection, services in the fields of government,
education, telework, healthcare, and economic development will continue to be inaccessible.

Recipient and Contractor Compliance with Applicable Requirements

The Recipient shall comply, and must require each subrecipient or contractor, including lower
tier subrecipients or subcontractors, to comply with all applicable Federal, state, and local laws
and regulations. The Recipient is responsible for ensuring that all contracts necessary for
design and construction of the Project facilities are implemented in compliance with the Terms
and Conditions of this Award.

Environmental Assessment

The Recipient must comply with all environmental standards and identify to NTIA any impact
a proposed infrastructure project may have on the environment. The Recipient may not expend
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any federal infrastructure funds other than for engineering design, permitting and work related
to environmental, historical and cultural reviews, and limited, preliminary procurement funds,
as described below, prior to the following:

e The completion of environmental review and issuance of a Categorical Exclusion (Cat
Ex) Decision Memo, Record of Consideration (REC), Finding of No Significant Impact
(FONSI), or Record of Decision (ROD) (hereinafter “decision documents”) that meets
the requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (42 U.S.C. 4321, et

seq.),

e The completion of any required consultations, to include consultations with the State
Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) and the appropriate federally recognized Native
American tribes, under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966
(16 U.S.C. 470, et seq.) (NHPA), and/or consultations with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service (USFWS) under Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act (16 U.S.C. 1531, et
seq.), and/or consultations with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) under
Section 404 of the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. 1251, ef seq.); and/or

e Demonstration of compliance with all other applicable federal, state, and local
environmental laws and regulations.

Project implementation (site preparation, demolition, construction, ground disturbance,
or any other project implementation activities) may not begin prior to the completion of
the above activities. The completion of a draft environmental assessment (EA) or
equivalent document, and completion of any required consultations under Section 106 of
the NHPA, must be completed no later than six months after the award date unless a
formal request for extension is submitted and approved by the Grants Officer. The
Recipient must comply with all conditions placed on the project as the result of
consultation processes.

Subject to the Grants Officer’s approval of the Recipient’s 6-month expenditure plan
(described below), the allowable use of award funds prior to beginning project implementation
includes, but is not limited to, activities necessary for the completion of the following:

e Pre-construction project planning, including collecting environmentally-related
information,;

e Applications for environmental permits;

e Studies such as an Environmental Assessment (EA), and any wetland delineations,
biological assessments, archaeological surveys, or other required analyses;

e Administrative costs;

e Pre-award application costs; and/or
Required consultation activities.

The allowable use of funds for limited, preliminary procurements prior to beginning project
implementation includes, but is not limited to, the initiation of activities necessary to meet the
project completion requirements as specified in the award, including the following:

e Purchase or lease of equipment, or entering into binding contracts to do so;
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e Purchase of applicable or conditional insurance; and/or
e Funds used to secure land or building leases, including right-of-way easements.

The allowable use of preliminary procurement funds is limited; must not result in an
irrevocable commitment of resources; and is only allowed after inclusion in and approval of an
initial 6-month expenditure plan. The initial 6-month expenditure plan is due in advance of any
infrastructure funds draw down from ASAP and will be reviewed by the Federal Program
Officer, who will make recommendations to the Grants Officer (who has final approval
authority) to ensure all proposed procurement funds are reasonable and necessary to ensure that
the project completion deadline requirements are met.

The initial 6-month
expenditure plan will be submitted via email to the Federal Program Officer, who will review it
and provide recommendations to the Grants Officer for final approval to ensure that the
proposed activities and expenditures are reasonable and necessary in the context of
environmental compliance. The Federal Program Officer must review and recommend, and the
Grants Officer must approve the initial 6-month expenditure plan prior to fund drawdowns
through ASAP.

The completion of a draft EA will be submitted via email to the Environmental Federal
Program Officer and Federal Program Officer. Once the environmental review has been
completed, NTIA will review all documentation and determine whether the review sufficiently
addresses all resource areas and whether the project may qualify for approval decision. Projects
found to have significant impacts to environmental or historic resources may face de-obligation
of funding if impacts cannot be mitigated. The Recipient is required to provide any information
requested by NTIA to ensure both initial and ongoing compliance with environmental and
historic preservation laws, regulations, and best practices. The Recipient shall notify NTIA
within 24 hours upon receipt of any notices of foreclosure; notices for continuing consultation
received from the SHPO, Tribal Historic Preservation Office (THPO), USFWS, or other
consulting party; or notices of noncompliance received from consulting authorities or
regulatory agencies.

Any change to the approved project scope that has the potential for altering the nature or extent
of environmental or cultural resources impacts must be brought to the attention of NTIA and
will be re-evaluated for compliance with applicable regulatory requirements.

For all ground disturbing activities that occur during project implementation in the vicinity of
known archaeological sites or suspected or known burials, the Recipient must ensure that an
archaeologist who meets the Secretary of the Interior’s Professional Qualification Standards
monitors ground disturbance, and if any potential archeological resources or buried human
remains are discovered, then the Recipient must immediately cease construction in that area
and notify NTIA and the interested SHPO, THPO, and tribes. Such construction activities may
then only continue with the written approval of NTIA.

A revised 6-month expenditure plan is due within 30 days of submitting a FONSI to

NTIA. The revised 6-month expenditure plan must outline how the Recipient plans on
expending the remaining budget costs related to construction-type activities. This plan should
be submitted via email to the Federal Program Officer who will review it and provide
recommendations to the Grants Officer for final approval to ensure that the proposed activities
and expenditures are reasonable and necessary.

e Demonstration of compliance with all other applicable Federal, State, and local
environmental laws and regulations.

Project implementation (site preparation, demolition, construction, ground disturbance,
or any other project implementation activities) may not begin prior to the completion of
the above activities. The completion of any required consultations under Section 106 of
the NHPA must be completed no later than six months after the award date unless a
formal request for extension is submitted and approved by the Grants Officer. The
Recipient must comply with all conditions placed on the project as the result of
consultation processes.

Subject to the Grants Officer’s approval of the Recipient’s 6-month expenditure plan
(described below), the allowable use of funds for planning and design activities prior to
beginning project implementation includes, but is not limited to, activities necessary for the
completion of the following:

The initial 6-month expenditure plan is due in advance of any
infrastructure funds draw down from ASAP and will be reviewed by the Federal Program
Officer, who will make recommendations to the Grants Officer (who has final approval
authority) to ensure all proposed procurement funds are reasonable and necessary to ensure that
the project completion deadline requirements are met. All contracts must contain early
termination clauses with termination costs clearly specified. All equipment purchased or leased
in advance of project implementation and before completion of applicable consultations must
be stored in locations other than the proposed project site and where there will be no impact to
the environment, human health, or cultural resources (in most cases, this means equipment
must be stored in existing warehouses). Under no circumstances will grant funds be drawn
down for clearing or excavating land, or demolition or construction, before all environmental
SACs are completed and cleared. This limited, preliminary allowable use of funds for
purchases and leases is designed for recipient flexibility and to streamline preparation for
project implementation simultaneously during consultations; the clause, and all applicable
restrictions, is lifted once the applicable consultations are complete, and decision document is
issued.

Consultation documentation will be submitted via email to the Environmental Federal Program
Officer and Federal Program Officer. Once the consultation activities have been completed,
NTIA will review all documentation and determine whether the consultation activities
sufficiently address historical and/or cultural resource impacts. Projects found to have
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significant impacts to environmental or historic resources may face de-obligation of funding if
impacts cannot be mitigated. The Recipient is required to provide any information requested
by NTIA to ensure both initial and ongoing compliance with environmental and historic
preservation laws, regulations, and best practices. The Recipient shall notify NTIA within 24
hours upon receipt of any notices of foreclosure; notices for continuing consultation received
from the SHPO, Tribal Historic Preservation Officer (THPO), or other consulting party; or
notices of noncompliance received from consulting authorities or regulatory agencies.

For all ground disturbing activities that occur during project implementation in the vicinity of
known archaeological sites or suspected or known burials, the Recipient must ensure that an
archaeologist who meets the Secretary of the Interior’s Professional Qualification Standards
monitors ground disturbance, and if any potential archeological resources or buried human
remains are discovered, then the Recipient must immediately cease construction in that area
and notify NTIA and the interested SHPO, THPO, and tribes. Such construction activities may
then only continue with the written approval of NTIA.

Any change to the approved project scope that has the potential for altering the nature or extent
of cultural resources impacts must be brought to the attention of NTIA and will be re-evaluated
for compliance with applicable regulatory requirements.

A revised 6-month expenditure plan is due within 30 days of submitting a FONSI to

NTIA. The revised 6-month expenditure plan must online how the Recipient plans on
expending the remaining budget costs related to construction-type activities. This plan should
be submitted via email to the Federal Program Officer who will review it and provide
recommendations to the Grants Officer for final approval to ensure that the proposed activities
and expenditures are reasonable and necessary. The Federal Program Officer must review and
recommend, and the Grants Officer must approve, the revised 6-month expenditure plan prior
to fund drawdowns through ASAP.

Tribal Employment Rights Ordinances

In accordance with Departmental policy, NIST must recognize Tribal Employment Rights
Ordinances (TEROs), which may provide for preferences in contracting and employment, in
connection with its financial assistance awards. Tribal ordinances requiring preference in
contracting, hiring, and firing and the payment of a TERO fee are allowable provisions under
Federal awards and is incorporated by NTIA into Middle Mile Grant Program grants with
Native American/Alaska Native/Native Hawaiian entities. The payment of the TERO fee,
which supports the tribal employment rights office to administer the preferences, should
generally be allowable as an expense that is “necessary and reasonable for proper and efficient
performance and administration” of an award, as provided under as provided under 2 CFR §
200.403.

Scheduling Inspection for Final Acceptance

The Recipient will schedule its final inspection when all construction has been completed, the
architect/engineer has conducted its own final inspection, and any deficiencies have been
corrected. Representatives of the Recipient, the architect/engineer, and the contractor(s) will
make the Recipient’s final inspection. NTIA must be given advance notice of the final
inspection so that a representative of NTIA may participate.
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15. Build America, Buy America — Required Use of Domestic Fiber Optic Glass and Fiber
Optic Cable

A. Applicability & Scope: Pursuant to the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act, 2021,
Pub. L. No. 117-58, 135 Stat. 429 (Nov. 15, 2021) (IIJA) including the Build America, Buy
America Act, Pub. L. No. 117-58, §§ 70901-52 (BABA), as well as guidance provided by
Memorandum for Heads of Executive Departments and Agencies, Initial Implementation
Guidance on Application of Buy America Preference in Federal Financial Assistance
Programs for Infrastructure, Executive Office of the President, Office of Management and
Budget (April 18, 2022) (OMB M-22-11), recipients of a federal financial assistance award
from the U.S. Department of Commerce (DoC) are hereby notified that none of the funds
provided under this award may be used for a Middle Mile (MM) infrastructure project
unless all of the fiber optic glass and fiber optic cable used in the project is produced in the
United States. The Buy America domestic content procurement preference only applies to
fiber optic glass and to fiber optic cable that are consumed in, incorporated into, or affixed
to a MM infrastructure project. As applicable, the requirements of this subsection must be
included in all subawards and contracts, including all contracts and purchase orders for
work or products pursuant to this program.

B. Waivers: When necessary, recipients may apply for, and DoC may grant, a waiver
from the Buy America domestic content procurement preference applicable to MM awards.
When DoC has made a determination that one of the following exceptions applies, the
awarding official may waive the application of the Buy America domestic content
procurement preference in any case in which DoC determines that:

1) applying the Buy America domestic content procurement preference to the fiber
optic glass and/or fiber optic cable needed for the MM project would be
inconsistent with the public interest;

2) the fiber optic glass and/or fiber optic cable needed for the MM project are not
produced in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available quantities or of
a satisfactory quality; or

3) the inclusion of fiber optic glass and/or fiber optic cable needed for the MM project
and produced in the United States will increase the cost of the overall project by
more than 25 percent.

A request to waive the application of the Buy America domestic content procurement
preference must be submitted in writing. The NTIA Federal Program Officer will provide
instructions on the format, contents, and supporting materials required for any waiver
request. Waiver requests are subject to public comment periods of no less than 15 days and
must be reviewed by the Office of Management and Budget Made in America Office.
There may be instances where an award qualifies, in whole or in part, for an existing
waiver accessible at: https://www.whitehouse.gov/omb/management/made-in-
america/build-america-buy-america-act-federal-financial-assistance/.

Please note that NTIA has waived the Buy America domestic content procurement
preference requirement for all iron, steel, manufactured products, and construction
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materials used in MM infrastructure projects, with the exceptions of fiber optic glass and
fiber optic cable. See Limited Applicability Nonavailability Waiver of the Buy America
Domestic Content Procurement Preference as Applied to Recipients of Middle Mile Grant
Program Awards, which was issued by the Assistant Secretary of Commerce for
Communications and Information on April 18, 2023 and is accessible at:
https://www.commerce.gov/oam/build-america-buy-america.

Notwithstanding the NTIA waiver and excepting fiber optic glass and fiber optic cable used
in a MM project, the Recipient should, as appropriate and consistent with law and to the
greatest extent practicable, provide a preference for the purchase, acquisition, or use of
goods, products, or materials produced in the United States (including, but not limited to,
iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products). As applicable, the
requirements of this subsection must be included in all subawards, including all contracts
and purchase orders for work or products pursuant to this program. See 2 CFR § 200.322,
Domestic preference for procurements.

C. Definitions:

“Construction materials” includes an article, material, or supply—other than an item of
primarily iron or steel; a manufactured product; cement and cementitious materials;
aggregates such as stone, sand, or gravel; or aggregate binding agents or additives'—that is
or consists primarily of:

e non-ferrous metals;

e plastic and polymer-based products (including polyvinylchloride, composite
building materials, and polymers used in fiber optic cables);

e glass (including optic glass);

e lumber; or

e drywall.

In the case of construction materials, all manufacturing processes for the construction
material must have occurred in the United States.?

“Domestic content procurement preference’” means all iron and steel used in the project are
produced in the United States; the manufactured products used in the project are produced
in the United States; or the construction materials used in the project are produced in the
United States.

“Infrastructure” includes, at a minimum, the structures, facilities, and equipment for, in the
United States, roads, highways, and bridges; public transportation; dams, ports, harbors,
and other maritime facilities; intercity passenger and freight railroads; freight and
intermodal facilities; airports; water systems, including drinking water and wastewater
systems; electrical transmission facilities and systems; utilities; broadband infrastructure;

and buildings and real property. Infrastructure includes facilities that generate, transport,
and distribute energy.

““Project’” means the construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair of infrastructure in the
United States.

D. Recordkeeping and Reporting: In accord with 2 C.F.R. § 200.334, Retention
requirements for records, the recipient is required to maintain detailed records pertinent to
a MM award, including financial records, procurement records, and real
property/equipment records. In this connection, the recipient is required to maintain
detailed records concerning the acquisition of all iron, steel, manufactured products, and
construction materials used in MM projects. For fiber optic glass and fiber optic cable used
in a MM project, this includes but is not limited to the: acquisition date; acquisition price;
verification of domestic sourcing (unless DoC issues a waiver); how it was used in the
project; and current location. Additionally, the recipient is required to maintain detailed
records concerning the acquisition of iron, steel, manufactured products, and construction
materials from foreign sources that are used in a MM project, including but not limited to:
acquisition date; acquisition price; efforts to source domestically; foreign source(s); how it
was used in the project; and current location. NTIA may require the recipient to report
such information to the Agency at a time and in the format specified by the NTIA Federal
Program Officer.

E. Questions: Questions concerning the Buy America domestic content procurement
preference requirements applicable to MM awards should be addressed to the NTIA
Federal Program Officer.

Contracting with Small and Minority Businesses, Women’s Business Enterprises, and

Labor Surplus Area Firms

Pursuant to 2 CFR § 200.321, the Recipient and its subrecipients must take all necessary
affirmative steps (as described in 2 CFR § 200.321) to assure that minority businesses,
women's business enterprises, and labor surplus area firms are used when possible.

Open Network Requirements

The Recipient must comply with NTIA’s open network requirements, which allows all other
broadband service providers to interconnect with networks and other broadband infrastructure
deployed using funds from this grant program on fair and non-discriminatory terms and
conditions.

e Negotiate in Good Faith: Recipients shall negotiate in good faith with all requesting
parties (i.e., public, private, non-profit, or other parties) making a bona fide request for
interconnection or wholesale services.

e  Wholesale Broadband Service: NTIA encourages Recipients to offer wholesale
broadband services at rates and terms that are reasonable and nondiscriminatory

Prohibition on Use for Covered Communications Equipment or Services

A Recipient or subrecipient may not use grant funds received under the Middle Mile Grant
Program to purchase or support any covered communications equipment or service (as defined
in section 9 of the Secure and Trusted Communications Networks Act of 2019 (47 U.S.C.
1608)). See also 2 C.F.R. 200.216 (Prohibition on certain telecommunications and video
surveillance services or equipment), which also applies to this award.

Prevention of Waste, Fraud, and Abuse

Consistent with the principles in 2 CFR part 200, at any time(s) during the grant period of
performance, NTIA may direct a Recipient’s key personnel to take a Government-provided
training on preventing waste, fraud and abuse. Key personnel include those responsible for
managing the Recipient’s finances and overseeing any contractors, sub-contractors or sub-
recipients (for financial matters and/or general oversight related to the grant). NTIA will
provide instructions on when and how to take such training(s), and costs incurred by a
Recipient relative to the training (e.g., staff time) are eligible for reimbursement pursuant to the
NTIA award.

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20. Protection of Whistleblowers

The California Department of Technology (CDT), which is headed by Director and State Chief
Information Officer Liana Bailey-Crimmins, oversees the planning, design, construction, and
management of the California open-access middle-mile broadband network, including the 39 network
spurs that are the subject of this Application. CDT heads a project team that includes the CDT Office of
Broadband and Digital Literacy, GoldenStateNet (GSN), the Middle-Mile Advisory Committee, the
California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), and the California Public Utilities Commission
(CPUC). These roles are mandated by California Senate Bill 156, the authorizing legislation for
California’s Middle-Mile Broadband Initiative (MMBI).

CDT’s role in State government includes approval and oversight of all State information technology (IT),
telecommunications, and broadband projects. It partners with State government, local government,
and educational entities to deliver digital services, develop innovative and responsive solutions for
business needs, and provide quality assurance for State government IT projects and services. CDT's
statutory responsibilities and its deep and extensive experience in managing the development,
planning, contracting, and construction of major technology infrastructure projects make it ideally
suited to take the lead in the initiative to bring broadband to all Californians.

The California MMBI legislation established the Office of Broadband and Digital Literacy within CDT to
oversee the acquisition and management of contracts for the development, construction,
maintenance, and operation of the State’s middle-mile broadband network. That office is part of the
CDT Office of Broadband Middle-Mile Initiative and is led by Broadband and Digital Literacy Deputy
Director Scott Adams.

The legislation also required a third-party administrator (TPA) to “manage the development,
acquisition, construction, maintenance, and operation of a statewide, open-access, middle-mile
broadband network, including the creation of rural exchange points.” The TPA is GSN, an initiative of
the Corporation for Educational Network Initiatives in California (CENIC). CENIC, a nonprofit
corporation, operates the California Research and Education Network (CalREN) a multi-tiered,





advanced network-services fabric serving most of the research and education institutions in the State
that links users globally through its connections with other similar networks throughout the world. The
backbone of that network includes 8,000 miles of CENIC-owned and managed fiber. CENIC engineers
perform regular upgrades on that network. GSN brings unique attributes to the TPA role: CENIC’s
experience and the size, geographic reach, and complexity of the CalREN network.

The Middle-Mile Advisory Committee, made up of representatives of State agencies and ex officio
members representing the Legislature, monitors the middle-mile network’s development and
construction, holds public meetings, and receives public input.

Caltrans is an integral part of the statewide network team. Caltrans has unparalleled capacity and
expertise to develop and manage massive infrastructure programs. Caltrans will work with GSN to
manage the construction of the middle-mile infrastructure along State highways and rights-of-way.

Executive Summary

The State of California has an ambitious and coordinated plan to create a 10,000-mile middle-mile
network that will serve as the platform for last-mile deployment of affordable, equitable broadband
service to all Californians. The Middle Mile Broadband Initiative (MMBI) plan calls for an open-access
network that gives public and private ISPs wholesale access to middle-mile services at fair, reasonable,
and equal terms, regardless of the technology used. According to the timetable for the project, the
network will be completed in 2026.

The State’s existing funding is insufficient to reach all areas of need identified by the California Public
Utilities Commission (CPUC) through an extensive public process in 2021. The funding gap means that
the network will likely not come in proximity to nearly 300,000 unserved addresses. This Application
thus requests a $99,995,175.38 grant—which, with a matching amount of $114,586,206.04 from the
State of California, will enable the MMBI network to be extended to the areas that would otherwise
not be served by new middle-mile facilities.

The grant and matching funds would enable construction of 707 miles of middle-mile fiber across 39
spurs that are part of the larger statewide middle-mile network, bringing the network within 5 miles of
295,373 unserved addresses and 14 Tribal entities, and within 1,000 feet of 1,124 anchor institutions.

This Application is critical to the State’s broad and comprehensive plans to provide all Californians
access to broadband. While the State has coordinated with other entities that are applying to this grant
program to confirm consistency with the State’s plans, this application from CDT is the sole application
from the State itself and is the State’s prioritized application for funding.

The MMBI plan addresses a massive, statewide need for reliable broadband access. The areas of
greatest need are geographically widespread and varied. They include unserved or underserved Tribal
communities, cities, and counties. A key aspect of the Application is that any broadband provider will
be able to connect to the network on nondiscriminatory terms and conditions. Through its open-access
operations partner, GSN, CDT will make comparable service levels, terms, and rates available
throughout the State, regardless of how far a user may be from a major metropolitan area.

The statewide middle-mile network is designed to enable ISPs to cost-effectively build and operate last
-mile networks in remote parts of the State, significantly reducing the overall cost of connecting





unserved or underserved areas. Implementation of that network design will create widespread
economic development opportunities and ensure digital equity. However, without the requested grant
funding, the 707 miles will not be built because of a funding gap caused by significant inflation in the
fiber materials and construction markets.

A significant construction procurement effort is underway to leverage scale and lock down pricing for
construction of the statewide network. The routes that are addressed by this Application are being
included in the overall procurement effort in order to realize scale efficiencies and ensure that any
funds awarded by NTIA based on this Application will be cost-effectively deployed under a competitive,
fast procurement mechanism.

The MMBI, under the direction and leadership of the team assembled by the State’s enabling
legislation, brings together entities that are best suited and resourced to complete the initiative. CDT’s
leadership role in the project brings to bear its extensive experience and expertise in inter-agency
coordination; massive IT program procurement, management, and oversight; technology service
delivery; workforce management; competitive bidding processes; and environmental impact
awareness. The other entities in leadership roles for the project are:

CDT'’s Office of Broadband and Digital Literacy, which oversees the acquisition and management of
contracts for the development, construction, maintenance, and operation of the network;

GoldenStateNet, which serves as the third-party administrator to manage the development,
acquisition, construction, maintenance, and operation of the statewide open-access middle-mile
broadband network;

The California Public Utilities Commission which, in collaboration with the third-party administrator,
provides locations for the middle-mile infrastructure and last-mile connectivity;

Caltrans, which works with the third-party administrator to manage the construction of the middle-
mile infrastructure along State highways and rights-of-way.

The network spurs covered by this Application will help comprehensively meet the broadband needs of
communities within the project area by making available to last-mile service providers the dark fiber, lit
fiber, and other services that are presently lacking or not available on cost-effective terms and
conditions. This situation is a major reason these communities are unserved and underserved. The
reduced middle-mile costs resulting from the proposed State-funded middle-mile infrastructure will
incentivize ISPs to provide end users the broadband access they now lack. Substantial benefits from the
funded middle-mile infrastructure will accrue to high-poverty areas, Tribal lands, and anchor
institutions. This project is a major collaborative effort that will help address the vast need for
broadband services in unserved and underserved areas throughout the State.

Government and community involvement are key to this Application. The MMBI is an undertaking by





the State of California, led by State entities. An essential aspect of government involvement is the
utilization of Caltrans rights-of-way, to the extent possible, for the construction of the network.
Community involvement, which began with CPUC’s use of public comments to inform network design,
is also ongoing.

The successes of CDT and Caltrans on past public projects, together with the achievements of GSN’s
parent, CENIC, in deploying and managing its 8,000-mile educational network, help ensure that the
network design will meet the needs of the last-mile providers serving unserved and underserved
communities throughout the State, and that an appropriately skilled and credentialed workforce will
be deployed for its construction. The project is led by an experienced management team whose
members have substantial experience in broadband policy and technology, network development, and
public works construction.

Level of Need

This Application is the product of a thorough and careful assessment of existing broadband service
availability and the needs of residents, businesses, and anchor institutions. The State of California’s
Middle Mile Broadband Initiative (MMBI), including the 39 spurs that will be built with the funding
requested by this Application, focuses on closing the digital divide. Substandard broadband prevents
millions of Californians from fully participating in essential life activities and limits business
development in parts of the State. The network spurs identified in this Application will allow the
statewide middle-mile network to extend farther into areas that are particularly challenging to last-
mile providers due to factors such as geography and population density.

The COVID-19 epidemic underscored the essential nature of broadband internet access for individuals
and businesses in California and highlighted the digital divide. Examples of the impact of substandard
broadband services and the absence of adequate broadband services are slow links or no connectivity
in some rural and mountainous areas, Tribal Nations, and urban areas. These are precisely the types of
areas that would be covered by the spurs that are the subject of this Application: The 39 spurs would
bring the network within 5 miles of 295,373 unserved units and 14 Tribal entities, and within 1,000 feet
of 1,124 anchor institutions.

But for the requested grant, the middle-mile network cannot be extended far enough into those
unserved or underserved communities to make delivering network services cost-effective for last-mile





broadband service providers.

CDT’s third-party administrator, GoldenStateNet, outlined and recommended middle-mile construction
routes to connect previously unserved residents in urban, rural, and Tribal communities, and
developed maps incorporating public comments gathered by the CPUC in October and November
2021. CDT worked with GoldenStateNet, CPUC, and Caltrans to refine the recommended project. This
work resulted in a network design to connect unserved areas identified by the CPUC in 2021-2022,
which also considers public comments and poverty data.

The assessment of the competitive landscape supports the need for the middle-mile network spurs
that would be covered by this grant request. Current providers are not offering middle-mile services
comparable to the services planned for the statewide non-discriminatory open-access network, as
evidenced by information gathered for CDT from current last-mile entities. Those entities indicated
that the unavailable middle-mile services are dark fiber, lit fiber, internet services, co-location, among
others. They pointed to affordability and rural geographic features (such as mountains) as constituting
the primary barriers to obtaining these services. Some of the last-mile entities mentioned that their
issues with middle-mile providers included unwillingness to lease dark fiber to competitors, and in
cases of lit fiber, prohibitive costs.

Longstanding circumstances, such as sparse population and geographic features, have made delivering
broadband to some communities too expensive for commercial carriers to consider. ISPs have
indicated that middle-mile network availability has impacted their decisions on location and
investment, which are premised on business case feasibility. In less populated areas, where the
economics of last-mile deployment are already challenging, the cost of backhauling to a major
aggregation point can erase a network’s profits.

Building routes that have been omitted from commercial plans due to business case feasibility will
incentivize last-mile carriers to serve these communities and will improve the business case for new or
expanded investments in last-mile networks in unserved and underserved areas. Building the routes
will also address interests expressed by ISPs and enterprise customers, such as educational institutions,
in having access to dark fiber and lit fiber to reduce their costs.

Bringing the cost of network services, internet, and colocation services in rural areas into parity with
what a provider would pay for such services in a major metropolitan area will lower rural providers’
operating costs. If these routes are not built by the State of California, the unserved and underserved
situations will continue because the existing middle-mile infrastructure is insufficient to meet the
needs of the communities in those areas, and there is no evidence that any other solution is imminent.

The proposed spurs are the most efficient means to address the unmet needs of the project areas. The
system-level design is guided by principles to support efficiency, reliability, and cost-effectiveness, and
prioritizes the use of Caltrans rights-of-way for new fiber construction. The design and construction





plan will accelerate the buildout of the network, add resiliency, and obtain connections to the global
internet at the most affordable cost.

The proposed network is a State of California project and is a key element of the statewide middle-mile
broadband network. The enabling legislation that established the California Middle Mile Broadband
Initiative mandated the roles and responsibilities of the California Department of Technology (CDT),
the CDT Office of Broadband and Digital Literacy, the third-party administrator (GoldenStateNet), and
the Middle Mile Advisory Committee. Apart from GoldenStateNet, which is an LLC of CENIC, all are
governmental entities.

The breadth of government involvement and cooperation in the deployment of the network is also
reflected in makeup of the Middle-Mile Advisory Committee (MMAC). Its members are representatives
of State departments involved in the construction and establishment of the network, including
Caltrans, CDT, CPUC, the California Department of Finance, the Government Operations Agency, and
members of the legislature. The involvement of these agencies and elected representatives ensures
that State resources will be leveraged to support the design and construction of the network.

Tribal nations, as well as some local governments and Metropolitan Planning Organizations, are also
engaged in the effort to enable support access to broadband for end users in unserved and
underserved areas. The middle-mile infrastructure will provide vital connections between Tribal





communities and the global Internet, and the third-party administrator, GoldenStateNet, is engaging in
outreach and has established lines of communication and programs to facilitate Tribes’ involvement. In
this regard, GoldenStateNet’s involvement is particularly important. CENIC, GoldenStateNet’s parent
organization, has a long history of action, support, and advocacy on behalf of broadband connectivity
for California’s Tribal communities, historically some of the most unserved and underserved people in
the State. Nearly 20 percent of California’s federally recognized Tribes currently connect to the CENIC
and Pacific Wave networks.

The project proposed in this application encompasses 707 miles over 39 spurs across the State of
California and is a key part of the approximately 10,000 miles of identified middle-mile broadband
infrastructure need the State is planning to address. CDT has developed a timeline for deploying the
infrastructure before the end of 2026. CDT has addressed critical path items and divided the
deployment into four priority categories, (Engineering, Permitting, Construction, and Acceptance),
which will be performed in appropriately sized batches to allow for parallel processing and efficient
utilization of each resource pool.

The timeline anticipates Caltrans will complete ongoing design work by Q4 of 2024, with a State goal of
ensuring that all contracts are in place by the end of 2024.

The initiation and completion of key procurements is a critical-path item required to stay within the
proposed timeline. The successful procurement of one or more master contracts for common
broadband materials is essential to attempt to mitigate potential supply chain issues so that delays do
not adversely affect the timeline. Similarly, a successful procurement of one or more master contracts
for construction services can provide the State with the scalability required to match the aggressive
deployment schedule. Additional smaller procurements can be made throughout the life of the
network deployment for unique and specialized aspects of the network that are less time-sensitive and
do not require substantial resources.

CDT has made and will continue to make appropriate investments to develop a skilled, diverse
workforce and encourages its contractors to do so as well. The record of successful completion of CDT
projects by Caltrans and other entities demonstrates past technical and operational capacity to carry
out the projects and deployment of appropriately skilled and credentialed workforces. This record and
the consistency of past performance will carry through to the current projects because of consistent
practices by CDT and its contractors.

Caltrans has a Labor Compliance Program (LCP) which has been approved by the California Department
of Industrial Relations (DIR). The Caltrans LCP monitors and enforces provisions of the Public Works
Chapter of the California Labor Code applicable to Caltrans contractors and subcontractors, including
requirements to pay State prevailing wages and employ apprentices in DIR-identified “apprenticeable
crafts”. The requirements include, but are not limited to: Notifying all apprentice programs in the crafts
where work will be performed; requesting dispatch of apprentices when journeymen are present on

CDT recognizes the importance of having a skilled, diverse workforce for the jobs associated with the
project.

CDT is cognizant of and has accounted for current and future weather- and climate-related factors that
could be risks to new MMG Program infrastructure projects. In California, the weather elements of
concern are wildfires, extreme cold and heat, inland and coastal flooding, and dry high winds in times
of low humidity that can fuel wildfires, particularly in Southern California (Santa Ana winds). It is
expected that as global warming increases, these weather elements (e.g., extreme heat leading to
drought) will become more severe and more frequent. Already, there is objective data that destructive
wildfires have increased in number and severity in the last two decades in the State. For example, of
the 20 most destructive wildfires in California’s history, sixteen of those twenty wildfires occurred in
the last two decades (https://www.fire.ca.gov/media/t1rdhizr/top20_destruction.pdf).

CDT, working closely with the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), has identified areas
for an initial hazard screening for current and future risks, including High Fire Threat Areas and Flood
Zones, and will continue to assess those and other parts of the proposed project area over the life of
the project. Present risks include wildfire risk, extreme heat and cold, flooding, and high sustained
winds in low humidity situations. Over the 20 years following deployment, CDT is expecting these
conditions to worsen, and as a result, is taking proactive steps to design a resilient middle-mile
network to withstand such weather conditions.

CDT has consulted with the California Public Utilities Commission, which, after a serious Southern
California wildfire fueled by Santa Ana winds in 2007, conducted a Fire Safety Rulemaking (Rulemaking
No. 08-11-005, https://www.cpuc.ca.gov/industries-and-topics/wildfires/fire-threat-maps-and-fire-
safety-rulemaking) which studied how to protect the public from potential fire hazards associated with
overhead powerline facilities and nearby aerial communications facilities. In resulting decisions issued
throughout 2009, the Commission adopted dozens of new fire-safety regulations in General Order 95.
Several decisions adopted fire-safety regulations which apply to “high fire-threat areas” where there is
a higher risk for powerline fires igniting and spreading nearby. A single statewide fire-threat map was
developed to show all High Fire Threat Districts statewide. In addition, the Commission adopted rules
that require electric and communications facilities to place a high priority on the correction of
significant fire hazards in high fire threat areas. It required regular inspections of aerial
communications facilities located close to power lines in these areas, requires additional patrols of the
aerial lines to clear vegetation from them, and required a wildfire mitigation plan of the electric
utilities. While expensive, the Commission considered a requirement to underground electric and
communications lines in the highest fire threat areas.





The Commission in a later proceeding (R. 18-03-011) required communications facilities-based wireline
providers to develop comprehensive resiliency strategies to prepare for catastrophic disasters and
power outages. The Commission issued resiliency requirements for High Fire Threat Districts, which
include the following: 72-hour backup power requirements, redundancy, network hardening,
temporary facilities, communication and coordination with other utilities, emergency responders, the
public, and preparedness planning. (CPUC Decision Adopting Wireline Provider Resiliency Strategies,
D.21-02-029 (Feb. 18, 2021). While these requirements apply to regulated last-mile wireline facilities
-based providers, CDT and GoldenStateNet, as the TPA, will consider which of these many fire safety
requirements are “best practice” and adopt them as necessary for the MMBI’s operations.

Plans to avoid and/or mitigate climate change risks are considered and include the following:
GoldenStateNet, in its role as TPA, oversees designing and constructing the statewide, open-access
California Middle Mile Broadband Initiative (MMBI), a 10,000-mile network. GoldenStateNet has
focused on resiliency and reliability as a core design element. It also has considered the vulnerability of
aerial fiber lines given the frequency of wildfires in the high fire threat districts in the State.

Two significant aspects of the MMBI design are as follows:

Due to the issues relating to aerial communications lines and their vulnerability to wildfires and high
winds, a core decision was made by CDT and GoldenStateNet to primarily build the statewide middle-
mile network underground along State highway rights-of-way. While there will be some minor
exceptions where terrain or other geological factors make it impossible or too costly, the
undergrounding at the depth of approximately 36 inches will help insulate and protect the conduit and
fiber from effects of wildfires, floods, and other hazards.

Next, CDT and GoldenStateNet have ensured that the MMBI backbone network will be designed with a
redundant ring topology throughout the State. Should there be a fiber cut due to an accident or a
wildfire that melts the fiber, the network will intelligently reroute the Internet traffic away from the
fiber cut and onto a different redundant path due to the ring topology design, allowing the data
packets to be delivered to its destination. Should there be a middle-mile spur leading to a last-mile
unserved/underserved project, the last-mile provider ideally will design the system to include fixed
wireless backhaul to the Internet exchange point to ensure redundancy.

CDT has developed plans for repeating this assessment process over the life of the project.

The network portion that is the subject of this Application consists of 39 spurs, which are network
segments extending the central backbone of the statewide middle-mile network (currently under
design and construction planning) closer to unserved communities. CDT and the MMBI team will
operate the proposed network on an open-access basis, allowing any broadband provider to connect
to the network on nondiscriminatory terms and conditions. CDT will make comparable service levels,
terms, and rates available throughout the State, regardless of how far a user may be from a major
metropolitan area. The plan is to locate interconnects as close as reasonably possible to the areas to be
served, allowing not only last-mile providers to connect but also other competitive providers over time.

The network will have interconnection points in each of its regional points of presence as well as at
splice points and hubsites for last-mile providers, commercial customers, anchor institutions, and other
potential customers. Splice points will be placed approximately every 2,500 feet with hubsites every 50
miles. Add/drop multiplexers and Ethernet equipment will be housed at the hubs. Five of the spurs
included in this application will require hubsites for network amplifications and interconnection points.
Last-mile providers (including incumbent local exchange carriers, multiple system operators,
competitive local exchange carriers, energy cooperatives, independent telecom companies,
commercial customers, anchor institutions, and other potential customers) will be able to interconnect
through these points of access to the middle-mile network at reasonable rates and terms for the





purpose of exchanging traffic and have access to a broader set of upper layer services such as IP, CDN,
etc.

Network management practices will include: making interconnection points of any type (handholes,
manholes, hub facilities) used by last-mile service providers to be accessible by them at all times;
facilitating connections in rights-of-way along network routes through the placement of vaults (by last-
mile providers or by the middle-mile network as part of the installation process); enabling last-mile
service providers’ access to data centers and carrier exchange points, as well as routes out of their
service area (e.g., including to other states) to interconnect with their backbone infrastructure.

Technical Overview

The State of California has a carefully developed and far-reaching plan to create a 10,000-mile middle-
mile network that will serve as the platform for last-mile deployment of affordable, equitable
broadband service to all Californians. The Middle Mile Broadband Initiative (MMBI) plan calls for an
open-access network that gives public and private ISPs wholesale access to middle-mile services at fair,
reasonable, and equal terms.

However, existing State funding is insufficient to reach all areas of need identified by the California
Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) through an extensive public process in 2021; this Application thus
requests funding to enable expansion to the areas that would otherwise not be served by new middle-
mile facilities. The combined grant and match funds would enable construction of 707 miles of middle-
mile fiber across 39 spurs that are part of the larger statewide middle-mile network, bringing the
network within 5 miles of 295,373 unserved addresses and 14 Tribal entities, and within 1,000 feet of
1,124 anchor institutions.

Without the spurs, the benefits of the middle-mile network to those currently unserved units and
Tribal entities could still be problematic because the last-mile providers’ costs of constructing fiber
from the middle-mile network to end users' networks could still be prohibitively high.

The proposed middle-mile infrastructure consists of four 2-inch conduits. One conduit will contain a
288-count fiber cable installed. The remaining three 2-inch conduits will be reserved for future growth.
Having sufficient fiber strands will avoid discriminating against later entrants to the broadband market.
As certified by CDT, the proposed project will, upon completion, be capable of supporting retail
broadband service.





Services to be offered over the proposed facility will include dark fiber, lit fiber, internet transit
services, conduit leasing, and collocation services. Market research indicates a high level of interest in
those services among prospective users and pricing is evolving as plans for last-mile network
investments are confirmed.

The proposed network is the most efficient means to address the unmet needs of the project areas.
The system-level design is guided by principles to support efficiency, reliability, and cost-effectiveness,
and prioritizes the use of Caltrans rights-of-way for new fiber construction projects. Wherever possible,
it features ring topologies to improve resiliency and reliability for statewide networks and to better
enable performance for home applications. It utilizes partnerships for joint builds (projects in which
two or more entities come together to construct fiber segments to share the cost for permitting, for
the build itself, and or operations and maintenance in the long term) to reduce costs, with the goal of
enabling affordable rates for services. It will also leverage dark fiber indefeasible rights of use (“IRU”)
and existing open-access internet backbone links and services, where they do not reduce the network’s
functionality and capacity, or where sufficient, open-access fiber already exists in the area; doing so
will accelerate the buildout of the network, add resiliency, and obtain connections to the global
internet at the most affordable cost.

Competitive Landscape

The State’s enabling legislation required the CPUC to identify needs for network locations in several
categories, including communities where there is no known access, and those without middle-mile
infrastructure known to be open-access, with sufficient capacity, and available at affordable rates. The
data on access and infrastructure absence is incorporated into the California statewide middle-mile
network design and construction planning. The spurs that are the subject of this Application are
network segments of the middle-mile network that will bring the network closer to unserved and
underserved communities.

Market research conducted in the summer of 2022 identified existing middle-mile providers in the
State, some of which are ISPs and other local providers. They include Momentum, Frontier, AT&T,
CENIC/GSN, Comcast, T-Mobile, Verizon, Spectrum, Zayo, Brace Communications, Digital Path,
Multivan, Vast, CENIC, Verizon, Cox, Spectrum, Astound Broadband, Valley Vision (Connected Capital
Area Broadband Consortium), OACYS, Open5G/Atherton Fiber, Sonic, Catalina Broadband, Anza





Electric, and others.

Despite the apparent existence of multiple providers, middle-mile services are difficult to obtain in
some of the regions where they are located, particularly rural mountainous areas, Tribal and rural
areas, and underserved urban areas. Some ISPs, including some of those identified as middle-mile
providers, specified that dark fiber is highly desired but mostly unavailable. This is also the case with
some enterprises (such as educational institutions). Larger ISPs mostly construct and utilize in-house
networks to meet their middle-mile service needs, but other ISPs and enterprises do not do so.

Reliable pricing data is elusive. Dark fiber pricing varies among markets and even among carriers in the
same market. Pricing is route-specific, location-specific, and often based on proprietary data that
carriers do not share with competitors or even potential users without a nondisclosure agreement.
Entities surveyed sometimes indicated a range of 100 percent or more in what they paid or were
willing to pay for a particular product, depending on various network parameters and locations.

A comparative pricing analysis may be conducted regionally and locally to determine price points. Even
without such an analysis, however, the need for the reliable, open-access middle-mile service,
including dark fiber, lit fiber, conduit leases, and other services that the portion of the network covered
by this grant application is evident. Ensuring that rural last-mile providers in California will have reliable
access to affordable middle-mile services that this network build will provide is an urgent need. The
grant sought by this application will improve the business case and create opportunities for new or
expanded investments in last-mile networks and help reduce the risk associated with relying on the
willingness of a single company (i.e., the middle-mile provider) to offer reasonable terms.

- Plowing, at a base labor rate of $8.50 per foot for 1,442,973.00 feet, totaling
$12,265,270.50

- Trenching, at a base labor rate of $25.50 per foot for 295,680.00 feet, totaling
$7,539,840.00

- Directional boring of unpaved rights of way at a base labor rate of $47.00 per foot for

These base labor rates for each method of conduit placement are subject to adders for necessary
activities like traffic control and the presence of rock in the project path, which require
specialized labor and handling, detailed below by method of installation.

For the portion of the route that is plowed, a total of $1,776,871.00 in specialized labor for traffic
control is anticipated. For the portion of the route that is trenched, $654,637.50 in specialized
labor is anticipated for an anticipated lane closure on 2 lane roads with a speed limit >40 mph,
as well as for the rocky terrain. For the portion of the route that is directionally bored in unpaved
rights of way, $4,973,200.00 in specialized labor is anticipated for traffic control due to lane
closures on 2 lane roads and highways. For the portion of the route that is directionally bored in
paved rights of way, $8,008,712.00 in specialized labor is budgeted for both anticipated hard rock
and traffic control due to lane closures on both 2 lane roads and multi-lane highways.

After conduit is installed, fiber will be deployed using either pull or blow methods at a rate of
$1.25 per foot. The Applicant anticipates a total of 3,590,400 feet of fiber, representing the entire
project route, will be installed for a total labor cost of $4,488,000.00. Trace wire will be installed
along with fiber when placed. The labor for the installation of trace wire is estimated at a rate of
$0.25 per foot over 3,590,400 feet for a total of $897,600.00.

The labor costs for the installation of vaults are also estimated based on the traffic and rights-of-
way conditions in which the vaults will be installed. Placement of vaults in unpaved rights of way
with no traffic are estimated at a per vault rate of $500.00, totaling $494,208.00. Placement of
vaults in paved rights of way with no traffic are estimated at a per vault rate of $1,600.00, totaling
$459,571.20. Placement of vaults in paved rights of way which are traffic bearing are estimated
at a per vault rate of $2,450.00, totaling $227,673.60.





Labor costs for the installation of splice enclosures are anticipated at $250.00 each, totaling
$68,428.80.

Labor associated with fiber splicing, splicing fiber segments, bi-directional continuity testing of
all fiber strands on completed segments, and fiber termination is estimated to aggregate to
$505,438.24. These labor costs are based on a vendor bid for this project.

Site preparation, hut foundation work, and commissioning of the five huts have been estimated
to cost $175,000 per hut, or a total of $875,000.

Project Management labor is estimated at a per foot rate of approximately $0.84 for 3,421,440
feet, totaling $2,872,320.00.

Due to the issues relating to aerial lines and their to wildfires and high winds, a core decision was made by CDT and GoldenStateNet to primarily build the statewide middle-mile network underground along State highway rights-of-way. While there will be some minor exceptions where terrain or other geological factors make it impossible or too costly, the at the depth of 36 inches will help insulate and protect the conduit and
 fiber from effects of wildfires, floods, and other hazards. Additional climate related hazards that we anticipate may impact the project in the future include winter weather in the mountainous regions, earthquakes, potential flooding, high winds across various areas of the state, and extreme heat in the desert regions during the summer months.

8i. Risk Mitigation: How will the project avoid and/or mitigate the risk identified? If not applicable, please explain why.

Plans to avoid and/or mitigate climate change risks are considered and include the following: GoldenStateNet, in its role as TPA, oversees designing and constructing the statewide, open-access California Middle Mile Broadband Initiative (MMBI), a 10,000-mile network. GoldenStateNet has focused on resiliency and reliability as a core design element. It also has considered the vulnerability of aerial fiber lines given the frequency of wildfires in the high fire threat districts in the State. CDT and
GoldenStateNet have ensured that the MMBI backbone network will be designed with a redundant ring topology throughout the State. Should there be a fiber cut due to an accident or a wildfire that melts the fiber, the network will intelligently reroute the Internet traffic away from the fiber cut and onto a different redundant path due to the ring topology design, allowing the data packets to be delivered to its destination. Should there be a middle-mile spur leading to a last-mile
unserved/underserved project, the last-mile provider ideally will design the system to include fixed wireless backhaul to the Internet exchange point to ensure redundancy.
